for Jamila. “I was a real hand-
ful, but she stuck by me.”
Through her writing, Jami-
la reveals many of the flaws in
the foster care system and how
she maintained her determina-
tion to overcome obstacles.
Each chapter is preceded by a
poem written by Jamila during
her adolescence and young
adulthood. One of those poems
is reprinted on page 6. “I've
used poetry to convey my life
tribulations and to help me
focus on succeeding,” she says.
Tomorrow Took Too Long is
truly an inspirational book that
will encourage youth in the
foster care system to persevere
even when the going is tough.

off. That means your television, stereo, and phone
chargers - while turned off or not charging anything
- account for 5% of your total energy bill!

Buy a low-flow shower head - You can replace an
outdated shower head with a low flow unit in about
fifteen minutes. Yow'll reap savings in both water
and the energy you'd have used to heat it. You're
also saving your community the power it would
have used to treat the wastewater. The benefits can
be pretty impressive, since water heaters account
for about 25% of home energy use.

Monitor your thermostat - Make the “Two Degree
Pledge™: set your thermostat up two degrees in the
warmer months, and down two degrees when it’s
cold. The energy you save is equal to one ton of
greenhouse gases!

Don’t idle! Motor vehicle exhaust contains carbon
monoxide, carbon dioxide, particulate matter, and
other toxic air pollutants, all of which contribute
to global warming and poor air quality. The general
rule of thumb is that if you are stopped for more
than 30 seconds, turn off your engine! And contrary
to popular belief, idling isn’t an effective way to
warm up most car engines. Today’s automobile
manufacturers recommend that drivers wait no
more than 30 seconds to begin driving, even on the
coldest days.

Go meatless once a week - If you eat meat, con-
sider cutting back on the amount you consume.
The production of beef and other animal protein
consumes huge amounts of natural resources such

as water and fossil fuels, while polluting our air and
water. Experts estimate that it takes about 2,500
gallons of water to produce one pound of beef! In
contrast, only 25 gallons of water are needed to
produce one pound of wheat.

Buy local - According to the non-profit group
Sustainable Table, the typical carrot travels 1,838
miles before it ends up in your kitchen. That's a
tremendous amount of wasted fossil fuels. Buying
regionally produced food is an easy way to help. To
find farmers’ markets in your area, visit localharvest.
org or sustainabletable.org.

Do your banking online - According to research,
if all U.S. households viewed and paid bills online
it would save 16.5 million trees per year and reduce
toxic air pollutants by 3.9 billion pounds (similar
to taking 355,015 cars off the road). If you don’t
currently do at least some of your banking online,
contact your bank—virtually all banks offer an
online banking option.

Clean Green - Chemicals in cleaning products
contribute to the toxic waste stream and can seep
into groundwater. Instead of buying expensive,
chemically-laden cleaners, turn to safe and cheap
ingredients that you probably have in your kitchen
right now. For example, baking soda combined
with a little Murphy’s Oil Soap makes an effective
cleaner for tubs, sinks, and toilets, and vinegar and
water is a tried and true cleaner for countertops,
floors, windows and mirrors. Lemon juice is also an
effective cleaner - and a natural anti-bacterial - and
can be added to other homemade cleaners or used
on its own.

Summer Academy makes signipcant difference

for at-risk students

n about a month, the last bell of the school
Iyear will ring. Kids will head off, excited for

the summer activities ahead. They will look
forward to summer camp, vacation, or extra
time with their
parents, siblings
or friends.

But for
many of the kids
Atlantic Street
Center serves,
with parents
struggling just to
pay for housing
and food, vaca-
tions and sum-
mer camps don’t
even make the
list of priorities.
For these kids,
summer can mean long days at home alone while
parents work, negative influences from peers,
and diminishing skills in critical academic sub-
jects like reading and math.

That’s unfortunate, because for low-in-
come kids, a summer education and enrichment
program can help them gain
academic ground where they
most need it. That’s why
Atlantic Street Center cre-
ated the Summer Academy
Program.

More than 30 years ago,
we realized that there were
virtually no free educational
summer programs for low-
income students. In response,
we created the Summer Acad-
emy Program to give these
students a fighting chance
to catch up in the present in
critical subjects such as read-
ing, writing and math, while
helping them set the foun-
dation for future academic
success.

Summer Academy is a five-week summer
school for kindergarten through 7th grade stu-
dents, all of whom are falling behind in school
in two or more academic areas. In the mornings

students focus on academics, working hard to
strengthen basic skills in reading, writing, and
math. Classes, taught by certified teachers, are
small and tailored to meet the needs of students.
In the after-
noons students
take part in
enrichment
activities—such
as arts and
crafts, music,
dance and field
trips—that
nurture creativ-
ity and increase
positive self-im-
age.

This year,
250 students
will participate
in Atlantic Street Center’s Summer Academy,
which will take place at Zion Preparatory Acad-
emy. Students and their families do not pay one
penny to take part in Summer Academy. Instead,
costs are met through donations from individu-
als, companies and foundations.

Does Summer Acad-
emy make a difference for
students? YES! Our 30 years
of providing this program
has shown us that elemen-
tary and middle school
students who participate in
Summer Academy are much
more likely to graduate from
high school and, for some, to
go on to college. Earning a
high school diploma or col-
lege degree means that these
students will have the foun-
dation they need to secure a
living wage job as adults.
